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STATUS REPORT – 27 May 2016 
 

The EDENSC is in a very busy timeline at present and many activities are being involved in the promotion of sport in the 
EDENSC. 
 

AMINISTRATION 
The EXCO & MANCO is consistently facing challenges to operate the EDENSC as efficient as possible, but as in many 
other sport bodies relying on volunteers, the response on requests for information and inputs remain a major 
challenge.   The Federation drafted questionnaire to reflect the status of all 50 federation members affiliated are 
coming in to slowly. The EDENSC Website is constantly updated and illustrates the operations of the EDENSC and its 
members. Certain federations seem to rather want to function independently – this must be taken up with their NF. 
  
 

BI-LATERAL MEETINGS: EDENSC FEDERATIONS 
As part of the implementation of the Strategic Planning Workshop resolutions, the EDENSC MANCO embarked on the Bi-
lateral meetings with challenges federations.  At present 8 federations were done en the following 4 have been earmarked 
already for a bi-lateral meeting in June 2016. It is however the intention of meeting with all federations. It was decided 
that this should be a continuous programme of the EDENSC as the completed meetings unveiled some serious challenges ς 
many also implicating the WC & National Federations! 
 

MEMBERSHIP 
EDENSC is now boasting 50 Federation members with Volleyball in the process of being formed.  At present 5of the 7 
aǳƴƛŎƛǇŀƭ {/Ωǎ are affiliated to the EDENSC. 
 

MUNICIPAL SPORT COUNCILS 
Hessequa is very near affiliation status and a number of meetings with their potential members have been concluded. We 
must commend the effort of the Hessequa Municipality [Raymond Heunis] on their passion to make it work! The EDENSC 
made a presentation to the Kannaland Municipalities Council on 24 May2016 and all the clubs are to meet in Ladismith on 
31 May 2016 to form the interim structure.   The aim is to have all 7 municipal sport councils on board before December 
2016. 
 

SCHOOL SPORT 
The Dissolution meeting of South Western District School Organization (SWDSSO) which will take place on 30 May 2016 at 
Olympia School in George. This will be followed by the acceptance of the new constitution for the new School Sport 
Structure according to the NSRP and guidelines of the on 30 May 2016 just after the dissolution meeting. An interim 
management that will drive the process forward, will be elected and the planning indicate that the EDEN School Sport 
structure will be finalised in September 2016.  Pat Witbooi and his EXCO have made huge strides in this regard. 
 

FARM WORKERS MEETING 
On 16 May 2016 a meeting was called by DCAS to meet with the local FW Sport Commission, local municipalities, 
Agriculture, EDENSC and other role players to discuss mutual matters to develop farm worker sport even better. The 
meeting was chaired by Nicolene Philander.  A presentation was delivered by Dave van der Walt on the structure in place 
in EDEN already and also the meetings had with organised agriculture.

EVENTS & PROJECTS 
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1 TRANSFORMATION INDABA – 21 MAY 2016 
As part of the execution of the resolutions taken at the Strategic Planning Workshop in January 2016 already, the EDENSC 
some time ago already [long before the Mbalula announcement] decided to host a Transformation Indaba to revisit the 
requirements and objectives for its members. This was done in partnership with DCAS and the George Municipality. The 
federations of Central Karoo was also be invited. This took place on Saturday 21 May 2016 at the ZONE 9 Community Hall 
in Tembalethu, George.  All the members were requested to send their person designated to the portfolio of 
Transformation as well as the chairperson. Inputs and views of academics [Prof Quinton Johnson ςNMMU], the WC 
Transformation Commission [JP Naude ς acting chairperson], spoke on the value and implementation of the 
Transformation Score Card developed for the Western Cape already. The EDENSC Commissions [Coaches, Women Sport, 
Farm Worker Sport] also viewed their opinions.  Bennett Bailey [Deputy Director Sport Promotion, DCAS] acted as the 
programme director and facilitator.  30 Federations [51 persons] attended.  The following resolutions were taken: 

¶ COACHING: sharing of ideas & knowledge, to learn from one another, more interaction, affiliation to the EDESC 
Coaches Commission, hosting of generic coaching workshops; 

¶ FACILITIES: Drafting and making available of a database of all sport facilities in the EDEN district, inputs via 
municipal sport councils for development, maintenance & hiring of sport facilities, the establishment of a resigter 
for core sport activities in EDEN as well as the challenges around it, the high cost of renting municipal facilities; 

¶ SCHOOL SPORT: the hosting of a meeting between senior federations and the relevant school sport codes, closer 
relationship between WCED, EDENSC & all other role players in school sport, priority attention to primary school 
sport;
